• Resource Summary: 1703 DF personnel, 402 Vehicles, 14 Aircraft Commitments (flown) and 11 RDF

personnel were deployed over this period.
• DF Testing assistance:

o DF MFRs were deployed to 8 different test centres throughout the country. There was on average 23
MFRs deployed each of the 7 days.

• Vaccination programme:
o The DF supported 13 Vaccination Centres in Galway, Limerick, Sligo, Cork x2, Dublin x3, Waterford,

Athlone, Castlebar, Ennis and Letterkenny.
o The DF continue to supply 3 vaccinators to both Galway and Pairc Ui Chaoimh, 7 to City west and 5 to

UCD.
• Mandatory Quarantine Scheme:

o DF pers were deployed at national Points of Entry at Cork, Dublin and Shannon Airports as well as
Rosslare and Dublin Port.

o 2Bde pers were deployed at three Mandatory Quarantine Facility (MQF) at the Crowne Plaza Hotel
(Santry), Holiday Inn Express (Santry) and the Red Cow Hotel.

o 1Bde pers were deployed at two MQFs at the Clontarf Castle Hotel (Stood down on 20th of June) and
the Croke Park Hotel.

o DFTC pers were deployed to the MQF at the Radisson Golden Lane Hotel.
o Naval Service pers were deployed to the seventh MQF at the Crown Plaza Hotel in Blanchardstown.

• Logistics:
o 1Bde and 2Bde continued to conduct convoys to transport medical supplies, personnel and equipment.
o DFTC pers provided logistical and inventory management support to HSE test facility site in

Punchestown and City West.
o DF pers provided logistical and inventory management support to HSE vaccination centres in City

West, DCU, Cork, Limerick, Galway, Sligo, Athlone and Waterford - 6 to 8 pers were provided on a
daily basis to each MVC when operational.
